 Go through front door and lobby. You will need you key to open the inner door. Stay on the first floor 

and turn left down the corridor. 

 The apartment is the last one on the right, across from the concierge. Note: it is not marked in any way. 



Rules 
We currently do not have a cleaning service, so guests are responsible for keeping their rooms clean, and are 

expected to do their share to keep the common areas clean as well. 

There is a washer in the back bathroom of the apartment, and a drying rack which is usually in the family room. 

However, be aware that the washer is extremely slow, taking roughly 3 hours for a full cycle.  In most cases, you 

will not be able to wash linens and towels on the day you leave, so please bring your own. 

Guests are permitted, but please be respectful of the other residents of the apartment.  Sizeable events, like 

dinners, should be coordinated with other residents.
